Meeting Notes
12/17/14


1. Introductions/Housekeeping
a. Attendees: Alasdair Cain, Patricia Cazenas, Stephanie Dock, Anne Ellis, Georgene Geary, Diane Gurtner, Peggi Knight, Leni Oman, Skip Paul, Dale Peabody, Phil Roke, and Sue Sillick
b. Changes/Additions to Agenda-Stephanie had a new item that was discussed under Item 6.g.
c. Corrections to 9/24/2014 Meeting Notes- No ne noted
d. CCTF Co-Chairs – Sue noted that her and Anne need to step down as Co-Chairs and the Task Force is in need of a new Chair or Co-Chairs.  There could be Co-Chairs, one from RAC and one from COR, or just one Chair as long as they are both a RAC and COR member.

2. RPPM Update http://rppm.transportation.org/Pages/default.aspx -Sue shared that the small group is still working on organization/clean-up of the RPPM site.  They are on track to complete by the TRB Annual Meeting.  The Calendar has been updated with RAC TF meetings and Natassja entered TRB CRP Funding Program Deadlines.  Sue is waiting to hear who from OST-R and FHWA will enter calendar dates on RPPM.  Leni noted that the TPF on research databases will be looking at how to automate delivery into systems such as RPPM.  Sue also noted that the old RPPM website (developed when OST-R was RITA) was expected to be taken down by FHWA before the TRB Annual Meeting.  This will prevent confusion as it now shows up in Google searches for RPPM, but is not being maintained.

3. AASHTO Outreach – Anne agreed to lead this outreach effort.  The first steps are to identify where to start and how to address needs.  A future webinar for AASHTO Committee leadership is being considered.  Anne will set up a conference call with the volunteers to discuss next actions; Volunteers: Anne Ellis, Jim McDonnell, Sue Sillick, Kim Willoughby and Georgene Geary.

4. TRB AM Meetings, Sessions, and Workshops (pages 3-6) – The group went through the list and volunteers to provide a brief overview of the session at the next call are noted on the attached pages.

5. TRB Back to the Basics: Fostering and Nurturing a Research Agenda Update – Sue (http://www.trb.org/abouttrb/crc.aspx)
a. TRB Annual Meeting- Sue shared the format and agenda for the CRC Workshop at TRB.  The intent is to make this an interactive committee-type meeting.
b. Sue noted that the CRCs were surveyed and the 2015 Goals are being developed with that feedback and at the CRC Workshop.  Potential Goal items are :
Communication Plan (already under development); New CRC Resources – Webinar, Mentoring, Formal Succession Process; RNS Example and Guidance; Collaborative Tools – Website; Facilitate Communication, Coordination, and Collaboration (CCC) among CRCs; Facilitate CCC between TRB and AASHTO Committees (ties into the C&C AASHTO Outreach effort). Leni added that there is a definite need for CCC among committees and a priority of the TRB KM TF is to map connections. She also indicated the lack of a common terminology and platform is a hindrance, especially for iterative, asynchronous conversations.



6. Updates from other Task Forces/groups
a. TF Chairs meeting – Sue reported that the TF leadership developed an NCHRP Problem Statement for RAC TF activities. It is set up as a 3 year project to assist the TFs in carrying out tasks as per SCOR and RAC. The idea is to identify a more permanent funding source after the initial three years.
b. Administration TF- no report
c. Program Management and Quality (PM&Q) TF – no report
d. Transportation Knowledge Network (TKN) TF – Leni reported that the research report on use of the technical report documentation page (TRDP) and report distribution was complete.  This report was commissioned by the Library Connectivity TPF. There are two task groups working on recommendations based on the report results, one for the TRDP and the other for report distribution.  They will distribute the report after they develop the recommendations.  The Calendar project will include looking at future connections with other calendars.  They are also looking at the state of readiness for “Open data’ in general, and, in research specifically.  Leni also shared she was reading “How to Make Sense of Any Mess, Information Architecture for Everybody” by Abby Covert.
e. TRB COR/LIST literature review project – Sue noted that an e-circular has been submitted to TRB covering literature review components, definitions how to search, where to search, and general guidelines for preparing good literature reviews.  She added that over 50 people were involved in making this possible.  She encouraged attendance at TRB Session 395, which will share the results prior to the e-circular release.
f. Value of Research-no report
g. Stephanie shared information on a Peer Exchange she recently attended on Transportation and Health.  SCOP, SCOPM and SCOE were involved.  They looked at better use of health data, active transportation and mode shift.  Over 20 States attended.  Some research need statements were developed and the meeting will be documented.  The role of State DOTs in heath and transportation was discussed, along with a need to connect to SCOR to provide the linkage for future research on health and transportation. 

7. New Activities – In response to a request by Alasdair of status, Skip shared that SCOR has provided $750k to TRB’s Policy Division to set up a Summit meeting to advance Special Report 313, Framing Surface Transportation Research for the Nation’s Future.  The progress had been delayed due to FHWA funding, but the funding has just been released.

Leni brought up the idea that we need to define what we have/want to collaborate on and what does collaboration mean.  What we have accomplished is in the foundation area of ‘Information Broker’ and we need to now look to the future. What are our clear objectives to coordinate or collaborate?   It was noted that the AASHTO Strategic plan includes innovation and research and SCOR is developing an update to the SCOR Strategic plan based on the AASTHO Plan.  Reaching out to other Committees may well be included in the SCOR Strategic Plan.  It was suggested to add to next meeting s agenda a discussion on our clear objectives and where we want to tackle collaboration first.
